What Cappies is NOT
Critiquing the 

SCRIPT

Critiquing the 
DIRECTOR or 
other ADULTS.

A place for 
negative 

comments.

This is not a literary 
analysis like in English. 
You are not critiquing 
the story, the writing, 

or the playwright. 

If the director chooses 
to do Romeo and Juliet 
with all the characters 
being dogs, you cannot 

write about how 
effective that choice 

was.

Also, if the lightning 
was done by adults, for 
example, you cannot 

write about it.

Critique the group, 
not the individual. 

Don’t be mean. 

A HUGE time 
commitment.

If you see the 
MAXIMUM of 10 
shows, that’s ONE 

SHOW A MONTH. 
ONE NIGHT A 

MONTH!
